 May 16, 2003 - AFFECT's Response to the Uniform Commercial Code - Article 2 Amendments
May 16, 2003:  AFFECT will oppose approved Uniform Commercial Code (UCC) Article 2 amendments passed May 13 at The American Law Institute (ALI) 2003 Annual Meeting in Chicago. AFFECT had opposed the changes in a letter (April 21, 2003) sent to the ALI prior to the meeting and will urge states not to enact these changes because they provide no clear guidance to parties or courts and would throw in doubt the body of case law applying Article 2 to software transactions, without providing an alternative. Although ALI members were closely divided on amendments to the scope provision of Article 2, The ALI put its institutional interest in being done with this troubled project ahead of the public interest in sound law reform. Even the ALI was closely divided and many members urged that the amendments would not improve the law.
